Enough is enough:
Old blood for the
horn of Africa, but
People still needs
change

Sometimes 1 cry when
Ethiopia and Ethiopians lost any
hope with their leadership includ-
ing Minilik, Haileselassie,
Mengistu Hailemariam and cur-
rent governor Hailemariam De-
salegne.

The common things among
some of these leaders are they
come to the power through clan
militia and by force, absence of
good governance and leadership
skills, conflicts and wars with
others. But, still Ethiopia’s politi-
cal landscape for the most part of
the century has been volatile,

controversial, unpredictable and
at times chaotic. The Emperor’s
Ethiopia was monarchical with its
own defects; Mengistu’s Ethiopia
was “Marxist” and Ethiopia un-
der Hailemariam Desalegne and
his continued regime remains un-
der the noxious ideology of eth-
nic politics.

All past and the present re-
gime of Ethiopia had their own
varied values, albeit, diametri-
cally opposite to each other; there
had never been smooth transition
of power, it was all marked with
bloodshed, violence, social and
economic destruction and the loss
of millions that could and should
have been the foundation of hu-
man capital and material re-
sources for now and the future.
All those who assumed political
power did so by peaceful way and
not by the will of ballot. They all
did little to construct Ethiopian;
preserve the constructs of the past
but did their utmost in decon-
structing Ethiopia in their own
ways — the monarchy wrecked
Ethiopia in the name of divine
right, Mengistu in the name of
socialism, Hailemariam De-
salegne and his vestiges in the
name of ethnic belief.

In my perspective while
living in democratic countries we
envy the citizens of these coun-
tries to see them exercise their
right to elect their officials at all
levels of the government. For ex-
ample, in Germany possesses
many elected offices. Other
things being equal, the greater the
number of offices subject to com-
petitive election, the more de-
mocratic a political system be-
comes.

We Ethiopians are dream-
ing for the day that we will be
able to choose our leaders and
officials without fear, harassment
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and intimidation. Definitely Elec-
tions are the defining institution
of modern democracy. However,
I believe that Elections alone may
not solve all problems and pro-
tracted social conflicts in Ethio-
pia. Ethiopia is facing multifac-
eted and complicated problems
which need complex approach to
solve them. I would suggest two
problems, which might need im-
mediate attention.

The Problem of Ethiopian
State Structure: The modern
Ethiopian state has always been
highly centralized state and it’s
not a matter of where a single
ethnic group dominates over all
others. This has created and is
still creating tensions and con-
flicts among different Ethiopian
ethnic groups. The current gov-
ernment is fueling the tension and
using it as an instrument to divide
and rule. Politician says correctly
concludes that ‘highly centralized
political structures are sources of
conflict because they reduce the
opportunity for a sense of com-
munity among groups, increase
alienation and tend to deny to
groups the means to accomplish
their needs’. As a solution they
suggests that ‘for conflicts to be
enduringly resolved, appropriate
decentralized structures are
needed, designed to serve the
psychological, economic, and re-
lational needs of groups and indi-
viduals within nation-
states’ (politician, 1986).

I'The Problem of Political Cul-
ture: Political culture refers to
the overall pattern of beliefs, atti-
tudes and values in a society to-
wards the political system. As
Ethiopia has always lived and
still living under dictatorship, the
citizens of this country see them-
selves as subjects of the govern-
ment not as participants in the
political process. Many fear to

express themselves outwardly
against the wrong doings of the
authorities. What analysts ob-
served about the people living
under dictatorship fits well to our
society. They wrote: ‘Fear cre-
ated citizens who outwardly con-
formed but in reality adopted
strategies designed to ensure their
survival: two persons in one
body. People participated but
only as subjects. Survival re-
quired certain cunning in the pur-
suit of self-interest...” (Analysts,
2010). We Ethiopians do not
deny that we all are two persons
in one. It is not our fault. It is the
result of the environment of fear
that imposed on us by our rulers.
But we have to recognize this fact
and work hard to change it. This
culture of fear and suspicion of
each other should stop some-
where if we really want to enter
into a serious problem solving
dialogue.

Besides, an uncompromis-
ing political culture of 1970s is
still intact in our society. Those
political elites in power and the
leaders of oppositions are all the
product of the 1970s political
movement, and they have a prob-
lem of listening and understand-
ing the position of their oppo-
nents. For them the games are
always to win or to lose. No win-
win situation in their thinking.
The opponents should be in any-
ways defeated. This kind of po-
litical culture is still intact in our
society and we should have to
openly debate on it and overcome
this hurdle, if we really want to
address our problems genuinely
and solve them definitely.

To sum up, when should
give high attention to make
change to happen? — Change for
the better and what guarantee do
we have for the next leader not to

vidual leaders? Arguably, no
leader is indispensable, and no
leader worth’s more that the will
of Ethiopian people. Ethiopians
should have the determination to
say enough is enough.

Amnesty Inter-
national's State-
ment on the
Mishandling of
human rights in
Ethiopia

According to the Amnesty
International written statement on
the 21* session of the UN Human
Right Council (10-28 September
2012) under the title Ethiopia
must improve its human rights
record to be a credible candidate
for election to the Human Rights
Council, it mostly expressed
about the following four points.
These are Restrictions on free-
dom of association, Restrictions
on freedom of opinion and ex-
pression, Torture and violations
of pre-trial safeguards, and the
last one is previous recommenda-
tions of UN Human rights bodies.

Restrictions on freedom of as-
sociation:

Amnesty International has
repeatedly expressed serious con-
cern about the content and impact
of the 2009 Charities and Socie-
ties Proclamation (hereafter the
CSP) which places excessive
restrictions on human rights work
in Ethiopia.

The law, along with associ-
ated implementing Directives,
inter alia, denies human rights
organizations access to essential
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funding, endows a governmental
Charities and Societies Agency
with broad powers to intervene in
and impede the work of human
rights organizations, places oner-
ous restrictions on domestic fund-
raising activities, further endan-
gers victims of human rights vio-
lations by contravening principles
of Confidentiality, and, through
its impact on human rights or-
ganizations, denies victims access
to assistance and redress. The law
therefore has the effect of restrict-
ing the promotion and

protection of the rights of all
Ethiopians.

The law has had a devastating
impact on human rights organiza-
tions in Ethiopia. A number
have changed their mandate and
no longer work on human rights.
Those organizations that continue
to work on human rights have
significantly scaled back their
operations, closed offices and laid
off staff. The far-reaching conse-
quences of the CSP are that there
are now almost no domestic hu-
man rights organizations func-
tioning to monitor and document
human rights violations, to con-
duct human rights advocacy, to
conduct prison visits or election
monitoring (both of which areas
of work are restricted under the
law), or to carry out other work
vital to safeguarding the rights of
Ethiopians.

The law enforcement agen-
cies are themselves regularly ac-
cused of human rights violations.
The judiciary is severely lacking
in independence. In this context,
the impact of the CSP on human
rights organizations means that
human rights violations go
largely unmonitored, unreported
and un-remedied.

Restrictions on freedom of
opinion and expression:

Manifestations of curtailment of
freedom of expression include
severe restrictions on the
independent media, which has
been systematically targeted over
many years, with journalists

and editors harassed, arrested and
prosecuted on criminal charges.
Among other things, this situation
has severely hampered the me-
dia’s ability to criticise the gov-
ernment and to report or com-
ment on human rights concerns in
the country, particularly on the
government’s human rights re-
cord. While members of the inde-
pendent media have long been
targeted for prosecution, in 2011
and 2012 the pretext of counter-
terrorism has particularly been
used to silence dissenting voices
in the media.

During 2011 and 2012,
over 100 journalists and political
opposition members were ar-
rested and prosecuted on charges
of terrorism and other offences,
including treason, for exercising
their rights to freedom of expres-
sion and freedom of association.
The actions that were the basis
for such charges and prosecutions
included writing articles critical
of the government, calling for
peaceful protest and reporting on
peaceful protests.

The Awramba Times, one
of the few remaining independent
media publications, was forced to
shut down and its editor forced to
flee the country in November
2011 after threats of arrest. In
2012, the newspaper Feteh, per-
haps the only remaining inde-
pendent publication, had its 20
July edition impounded by the
authorities, and its editor was
subsequently charged with crimes
including ‘provocation and prepa-
ration’ to incite the youth to over-
throw the government and
‘attacks against the state’ through

defaming the government.

Torture and violations of pre-
trial safeguards:

Amnesty International regularly
receives information about the
use of torture in pre-trial and
arbitrary detention in Ethiopia.
Particularly notorious 1is the
Maikelawi Federal Police deten-
tion centre in Addis Ababa,
where political detainees, includ-
ing the journalists, opposition
members and Muslim activists
referred to above, are held and
subjected to pre-trial interroga-
tion. In several recent cases, jour-
nalists and opposition members
have complained in court about
being tortured. In each case the
court failed to order an investiga-
tion into the allegations of torture
in Maikelawi. No independent
national or international human
rights organisation or the Interna-
tional Committee of the Red
Cross (ICRC) has access to moni-
tor detention facilities in Ethio-
pia.

Previous recommenda-
tions of UN human rights bod-
ies:

The CSP has been repeat-
edly criticised by various UN hu-
man rights bodies. The Human
Rights Committee (HRC), the
Committee on the Elimination of
Discrimination against Women
(CEDAW), the Committee
against Torture (CAT), the Com-
mittee on the Elimination of Ra-
cial Discrimination (CERD) and
the Committee on Economic, So-
cial and Cultural Rights (CESCR)
have all recommended that the
CSP be amended or repealed. The
HRC, CAT and CEDAW have all
expressed serious concern about
the use of torture and regular vio-
lations of the rights of detainees
in Ethiopia. They made recom-
mendations to the government of
Ethiopia to address those con-
cerns.
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Punishment law

Among them Woubshet
Taye of the Awramba Times,
Reeyot Alemu of Feteh newspa-
per, Bekele Gerba of the Oromo
Federal Democratic Movement,
Oblana Lelisa of the Oromo Peo-
ple®s Congress and so on are
some but few of the recent vic-
tims of Ethiopia's restrictive and
equivocal counter-terrorism law.

All of the above individuals
including the two Swedish con-
demned with fabricated charges
and under the pretext of working
with or for ,terrorist™ organiza-

tions. Based on the above hard
facts, if any one who engages in
any opposition political parties or
if anyone who writes an article
against an Ethiopian Dictatorial
regime, he/ she is automatically
black listed as a terrorist or a Pro-
terrorist groups by the regime.

So, it is a very critical time
to Ethiopians who reside all over
the world to reveal or use their
right of freedom of expression.

lives in the process.

Dear Ethiopians and Friends of Ethio-
Dia,

on the occasion of the Dem-
onstration on the 18" of August
2012 ,in Niirnberg, for protesting the
asylum politics in Deutschland, 1
have made the following speech
about the situation in Ethiopia. 1
hope it shades light on what has
been happening the last 20 years
and shares some facts as to why
we leave our country.

Ethiopia with a population
of estimated 82 million, is one of
the least developed land in the
world. Although the country has a
huge potential in terms of natural
and human resources and many
agree that the economy has
shown a series of double digit
growth since the last couple of
years, the fact remains that it con-

tributed too little towards chang-
ing the lives of its people in terms
of democracy and basic human
rights.

The corrupt dictatorial re-
gime led by EPRDF, who has
been in power for 21 years con-
trols
all the strategic income generat-
ing sectors such as agriculture,
industry and Mining, is bitterly
resented by the general popula-
tions that views it as a deliberate
ethnic based systematic economic
exploitation. As a ruling party, it
not only owns strategic sectors of
the
economy and engages in com-
mercial and trading activities, it
also uses its economic dominance
as a political weapon to harass,
incarcerate and dominate, weaken
and control opposition forces in
order to stay in power indefi-
nitely.

Since March 2012, over a
thousand opposition party mem-
bers, supporters and journalists
have been arrested in Ethiopia for
alleged involvement with various
proscribed terrorist groups. By
November last year, 207 of the
detainees have been charged with
crimes under the Anti Terrorism
proclamation and the criminal
code. It is believed that the pro-
longed series of arrests and prose-
cutions indicated systematic use
of the law and the pretext of
counter- terrorism by the Ethio-
pian government to silence peo-
ple who criticize or questions
their action and policies which is
a clear indication of an intensified
crackdown on freedom of expres-
sion in Ethiopia.

Moreover, human right
abuse reports during this year in-
cludes unlawful killings, torture,
beating and abuse and mistreat-
ment of detainees and opposition
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supporters by security forces, de-
tention particularly of suspected
sympathizers or members of op-
position or insurgent groups, in-
fringement on citizens privacy
right including illegal searches,
government interference in union
activities and the list continues.

These and many more other
horrors for a reality that we the
only few lucky Ethiopian Refu-
gees have managed to escape
from, and these are the horrors
we do not want to return to.

ADIGRAT, Northern Ethiopia —
Over 14 inmates were killed and
dozens were injured when a
building housing at least 1300
prisoners was destroyed in a
bomb attack in Adigrat town on
Wednesday(31.10.2012), a source

said.

Bulldozers were used to pull out
bodies from the debris. Those
critically injured were admitted to
the hospital in town. Fears have
mounted that the death toll may
rise.The government has re-
mained quiet.

Meanwhile, rebels of the Ethio-
pian Unity and Freedom Force
(EUFF) have claimed responsibil-
ity for the attack. However, their
claim couldn't be verified by an
independent source.

An EUFF spokesperson told
Ethiomedia by phone that the
action was taken to free political
prisoners that the government had
kept behind bars since the ill-
fated 2005 elections in which the
opposition Kinijit was believed to
have won.

Most inmates were Kinijit sup-
porters arrested from Gonder, Go-
jjam, Addis Ababa and other parts
of the country during a brutal
government crackdowns in the
aftermath of the 2005 elections,
the source said. "Demands that
the government release the politi-
cal prisoners had fallen on deaf
ears, thus prompting a public de-
mand that the rebels take action."”

Over 40 prisoners have remained
at large, according to the spokes-
person. A climate of fear and un-
certainty has engulfed the once-
bustling town of Adigrat.

Unlike other rebel groups that
claim support from Ethiopia's
arch enemy Eritrea, the fiercely-
independent EUFF has been ac-
tive in northern Ethiopia in recent
years.
