Currently in FEthiopia, under
the name of terrorism but ac-
tually politicized terrorism in-
dividuals have been impris-
their property

seized, have been tortured,

oned, have

exiled, and executed without
legal justification and often
without formal charges ever
being brought.

The rules and procedures by
which the Zenawi regime en-
forces its “laws” are partially
implicit, arbitrary and subject
to political manipulation. So it
results the due process into
distortion. For example the
following are the flaws of the
due process in Ethiopia:

1. People are compelled to
be witnesses against them-
selves: Through inhuman tor-
ture and under duress, defen-
dants are forced to witness
against themselves as if they

were involved in terror act.

2. Cruel Punishment: This
cruel punishment is taking

place in two ways while the

defendants are in custody. Ei-
ther they directly tortured by
the Zenawi henchmen called
“police” or they would be
bashed by cell mate thugs who
are sentenced life imprison-
ment. For example, Mr. Andu-
alem Aragea who was the
chairman of Unity for Democ-
racy Party was seriously
beaten by the cell mate thug
who is sentenced to life im-

prisonment.

3. People stay in prison for
protracted period before be-
ing tried: Particularly for
those who are alleged in poli-
ticized charges it is difficult
conviction in reasonable time.
Once the charge is open, it is
very common to face a redun-
dant adjournment to deplete
them psychologically. That is
why the Zenawi regime ear-
marked millions of dollars for
the expansion and new build-
ing of prisons and concentra-
tion camps.

4. Most of the time defen-
dants’ home is searched by
the police without court or-
der. So, in order to bring jus-
tice, freedom, individual and
group right, and democratic
order in Ethiopia, we have to
struggle the dictatorial regime
until it is being toppled down.

Post 1991 E.C Ethiopia was
one of the countries applauded
for to transition from tyranny

to Democratic rule. Those

hopes were both for the long
awaited FEthiopians for free-
dom and the international com-
munity. Starting from the
scratch the country promul-
gated the Constitution of the
Federal Democratic republic of
Ethiopia with provision of fun-
damental human rights and
freedoms. Besides the provi-
sions in the constitution, by its
article 13, it provides for en-
joyment of rights in interna-
tional human rights instru-
ments, as long as they are rati-
fied by the law. Therefore, it
shouldn’t be a surprise if op-
pression enduring people be-
come excited by the constitu-
tion. Rather signs showing
that, people had been waiting
for it has shown; with many
press publications with com-
ments and critics in the politi-
cal arena.

However, the question now is
how long that cheer continues?
And what is happening today?
The Ethnic based regime as-
pires to be champion both for
democracy and development.
But it fails to comply with the
minimum standards. The De-
mand of those diverse groups
and the ability of the regime
could no more be the rights
size of a shoe.

It en-
acted laws which are much
criticized by Human Rights
groups and democratic Soci-
ety. In post election of 2005,
the regime enacted the Anti-
terrorism law, Civil Societies
and NGO law, Press and Mass
media law and a law governing
political parties. These laws
are all to shut the yelling
mouths against the oppressive
character of the regime. Of
course it did manage to jail
journalists, opposition political
leaders and human rights de-
fenders using those laws in-
cluding the highly criticized
anti Terrorism law. It is to be
noted that the Human Rights
of Committee, in its conclud-
ing observation of country’s
report for its compliance to
ICCPR, in July 2011, has
highly criticized the unclear
definition of the Anti terrorism
law which is open to abuse. By
its NGO law it manages to shut
NGOs working on Human
Rights. The ridiculous nature
of our political system is as
long as you keep quit on the
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affair of your country’s mal
administration, or human
rights abuses, and or support
the regime, you are still safe in
that country. How does it pos-
sible to be so for everybody?

The Dilemma still remains.
Laws that restrict enjoyment of
human rights are passed by the

Human Rights
Paradox in Ethio-
pian Government

acts Vis- A -Vis con-
stitutional frame-

work

As per the constitution,
human rights attracted sufficient
legal canopy. Human rights are
stipulated as fundamental consti-
tutional principle pursuant to Art
10. Besides, the whole chapter 3
of the constitutional text dictates
human right provisions with an
effect imposing duty against all
government organs, (Art 13(1) 1, e
all the government organs owe

duty to respect and protect funda-

mental human rights and free-
dom. Furthermore, the constitu-
tion transplanted indirectly inter-
national human rights regime as a
reference. Consequently, the con-
stitution must be interpreted in
]ight of international human rights
instruments UDHR,
JCCPR Or JCESCR etc Eventually

the constitution puts stringent

such as

procedure to amend the provi-
sions related with human rights as
per Act 104.

Nonetheless, the cor-
rupted woyane Regime oppresses
its citizens and cause grave viola-
tions of human rights the govern-
ment prosecutes the citizens for
political motives. People are ar-
rested and put in jail some are
killed without court judgments,
correspondences are intercepted
domiciles are searched without
search warrant innocent citizens
are arrested without court war-
rant by the guise of terrorist at-
tacks. New laws are issued to ad-
dress opposing parties with an
effect to suppress multiparty sys-
tem.
