Anti-terrorism laws for
other countries are secu-
rity matters while for
EPRDF it has become

political

It is reasonable to say that there is no
conventional law worldwide concern-
ing anti- terrorism. Having other
country’s anti terrorism laws under
consideration we can say that Ethio-
pia’s anti-terrorism laws are inconsis-
tent with the constitution and other
international human right laws. The
anti-terrorism law which has been
enacted in the country since 2009
possesses three major defectives.
First, articles in the law open a wide
door for interpretation. Second, most
part of the law are in contrast with
the supreme law of the country, The
Constitution. And as a principle any
law, rule or regulation inconsistent
with the constitution is invalid which
leaves the legality of the anti-
terrorism law in question. The third
and most basic problem of the law is
that it is not clear which makes it
even worse to abuse the intention of
the law in the name of justice since
any one can take his/her view of the
law.

So the question would be what makes
it so important to enact a law with this
magnitude and inconsistent with the
constitution. It is not because our
country is a hot list in terrorist attacks
- even some of the minor attacks
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Ethiopia experienced were recently
proved to be the plot of the govern-
ment itself. Nor Ethiopia has any sig-
nificant history to do with terrorism.
The answer is somehow clear, first
reason would be to warn and frighten
those individuals and/or organizations
who are struggling with the current
regime on power. The victims of the
law are likely to be Journalists, oppo-
sition parties and their members, civil
servants and some NGO’s working on
human right issues etc. the law in a
way prohibits or discourages those
stake holders from acting or, the least,
say anything on misappropriate han-
dling of matters in every part of the
country: - matters like administrative
defectives, injustice acts and human
right issues. The law wants these
stake holders to remain silent while
the government commits various mi-
nor and major crimes. The second
reason is the political facts EPRDF
(current regime) has at the moment.
Obviously anti-terrorism laws for
other countries are security matters
while for EPRDF it has become po-
litical. This is evident when we look
at the timing of the enactment of the
law, i.e. just post of 2003 controver-
sial national election when the regime
was losing all grounds its credibility
in the eyes of its nation and interna-
tionally. If we look at some of the
articles in the law we can see how
broad and ambiguous they are. Eg-
Art652/2001 states “....... Blocking
roads, possessing explosives and
lighting......... ” but since making a
peaceful demonstration even uses
roads and as a result there will surely
be some blocking of roads and any
one can posses a match or liter but
such things can be considered terror-
ist acts, according to the broad inter-
pretation of the law. So the govern-
ment can arrest and take any measure
it thinks fit on any member of the par-
ticipants.

The other example is that the consti-
tution states under Art. 19 that any
criminally suspected person should be
arrested strictly after producing an
arrest warrant and brought to court at
least within 48 hours but contrary to
this the anti terrorism law allows the

police to detain a suspect for up to 4
months before any charges are made
against the suspect. The law also per-
mits police to conduct home search
without producing any search warrant
from the responsible authority, tab
private phones, and check postal cor-
respondences which are all invasion
of privacy which is against the consti-
tution.

Unlike same laws in Nigeria, Kenya
or U.S.A making any kind of contact
with a suspected terrorist regardless
of the content of the message would
amount to cooperating with a terrorist
in our country. The U.S, being the
most vulnerable and primary victim
of terrorist attacks and having severe
history with terrorism in the past 2
decades, has not enacted laws which
are so rigid and wide for interpreta-
tion but on the other hand Ethiopia,
with almost no history with terrorism,
has such laws. The worst part of the
law is that one can be in jailed for up
to three years just because the govern-
ment prosecutor thinks that the person
has with hold information. When you
see the severe punishment (25 years
of imprisonment) one receives is he/
she makes any kind of contact with a
suspected terrorist we can say that the
true intention of the law is not rule of
law but spilling deep fear on every
person or organization who tries to do
anything other than what the govern-
ment says or do.

Anti-Religious
Freedom in Ethiopia

The Ethiopian constitution,
adopted in 1994, formally sepa-
rates church and state and guaran-
tees freedom of religion for Ethio-
pian citizens. The separation of
church and state is enforced in
both the public and private
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spheres; religious instruction is
restricted to mosques and churches
and is explicitly banned in both
public and private schools.

But recently, Human Right groups
expressed grave concern over offi-
cial encroachments on religious
freedom in Ethiopia. I lamented
the fact that religious freedom was
becoming a new focal target of
official human rights violations.
But I was also encouraged by the
steadfast resistance of some princi-
pled Christian and Muslim reli-
gious leaders to official interfer-
ence in religious affairs. I noted
that “For the past two decades,
Ethiopia has been the scene of
crimes against humanity and
crimes against nature.

Officials of the ruling regime in
Ethiopia see the issue of religious
freedom as a problem of “religious
extremism”. The late Meles
Zenawi alleged that some Chris-
tians at the Timket celebrations
(baptism of Jesus, epiphany) ear-
lier this year had carried signs and
slogans expressing their desire to
have a “Christian government in
Ethiopia”. He also leveled similar
accusations against some Ethio-
pian Muslims protesting official
interference in their religious af-
fairs for being “Salafis” linked to
Al Qaeda. Meles claimed that “for
the first time, an Al Qaeda cell has
been found in Ethiopia. Most of
them, in Bale and Arsi'’, said Me-
les.

Following this unreal generaliza-
tion, Ethiopian religious leaders
say Ethiopia is the scene of crimes
against divinity. So, to assure our
freedom of religion, we Christian
and Muslim leaders and followers
should have to continue the strug-
gle against the dictatorial regime
of Woyane.
